An American China, three masted wooden, trader of 367 tons registered, Boston, USA 1807, the Rapid was wrecked at Ningaloo Reef near Point Cloates, WA on the 98th day of its voyage 7 January 1811. The crew set light to the ship the following day so that it would not appear above the water line and attract other ships until the Captain could return to recover the $280,000 on board. A VOC merchant ship, the Zuytdorp was dispatched from theNetherlands on 1 August 1711 to the trading port of Batavia (nowJakarata, Indonesia) bearing a load of freshly minted silver coins inc the entire mintage of Zeeland 6 stuiver coins.
The Zuytdorp never arrived at its destination.  Its fate was unknown until the C20th when the wreck site was discovered on a remote part of the  WA coast between Kalbarri & Shark Bay, approx 40 km north of the Murchison River.
